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During the Ukrainian crisis, the Biden administration disclosed con-
tinuously and timely declassified national intelligence on a large scale to the
domestic and international audiences. The U.S. national security institu-
tions, the U.S. private sector, and the government and non-government or-
ganizations of the U.S. allies are the important targets of this disclosure
campaign. The Biden administration has applied the “all government-all so-
ciety” to organizing the public disclosure of intelligence, emphasizing co-
operation and integration among all kinds of disclosing platforms and forging
public networks centered on the Biden administration. In the Ukrainian cri-
sis , the Biden administration has practiced information warfare towards Rus-
sia characteristic of prebuttal, which has been consolidated by public dis-
closure of intelligence, especially by the authority and timeliness of the na-
tional intelligence. In such a campaign, national intelligence has become
the source for the key themes and contents of the information warfare char-
acteristic of prebuttal, and the integrated, coordinated, and networked dis-
closing platforms have enhanced communications in terms of scope and
speed, which has created beneficial conditions for effective sanctions and

diplomacy.
